Refreshments, at highly competitive rates, will be served all day onboard a buffet carriage parked at one of 
the stops along the route; the return journey can be made on any of the services. 
 
Trains run 2pm till 5pm and tickets cost £4.50 adults, £3.50 children or senior citizens, and children aged 
three years old or below go free. There's no need to book and a ticket lasts all day.   
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
